In order to be considered for these scholarships you must have applied and have been accepted to William Wood University. Priority consideration deadline for Merit Scholarships is December 1, 2011, with the exception of the Amy Shelton McNutt scholarship. The overall deadline is March 1, 2012.  Please check the scholarships for which you would like to be considered. 
□ I am interested in being considered for participation in the Honors Program.

□ Amy Shelton McNutt: The Amy Shelton McNutt Scholarship is awarded annually to one incoming freshman. This student is chosen who exemplifies high standards of scholarship, leadership, and dedication to the service of others. An ACT of 31 or SAT of 1360 and a cumulative weighted or un-weighted GPA of 3.5 (on a 4.0 scale) is required to apply.  In addition to an application and essay applicants will be expected to participate in a phone or SKYPE interview. Submission of a resume’ is strongly encouraged.  Successful completion of the LEAD program and a WWU minimum GPA of 3.2 are required for renewal. One award will be given annually in the amount of 75% of tuition, room and board, which includes the LEAD Award. This award increases annually as tuition increases.  

□ WWU Merit Scholar- An ACT of 32 or SAT of 1400 and a cumulative weighted or un-weighted minimum GPA of 3.5 (on a 4.0 scale) OR be a National Merit Finalist is required to apply. Successful completion of the LEAD program and a WWU minimum GPA of 3.2 are required for renewal. An unlimited amount of full tuition awards, which includes LEAD, are given annually.  This award increases annually as tuition increases.  

□ Distinguished Scholar- An ACT of 30 or SAT of 1330 and a cumulative weighted or un-weighted minimum GPA of 3.5 (on a 4.0 scale) is required to apply. Successful completion of the LEAD program and a WWU minimum GPA of 3.2 are required for renewal. An unlimited amount of awards are given in the amount of $12,500 plus LEAD for a total of $17,500 as a residential student or $15,000 as a commuter student.  

□ Trustee Scholar- An ACT of 28-29 or a SAT of 1250 and a minimum GPA of 3.2 (on a 4.0 scale) is required to apply. Successful completion of the LEAD program and a WWU minimum GPA of 3.2 are required for renewal.  An unlimited amount of awards are given in the amount of $6,500 plus LEAD for a total of $11,500 for a residential student or $9,000 as a commuter student.

□ Presidential Scholar- An ACT of 26 or 27 or a SAT of 1170 and a minimum GPA of 3.2 (on a 4.0 scale) is required to apply.  Successful completion of the LEAD program and a WWU minimum GPA of 3.2 are required for renewal.  An unlimited amount of awards are given in the amount of $5,500 plus LEAD for a total of $10,500 for a residential student or $8,000 for a commuter student.

□ Honors Scholar- An ACT of 26 or SAT of 1170 and a cumulative weighted or un-weighted minimum GPA of 3.5 (on a 4.0 scale) is required to apply. Applicants must agree to participate in the Honors Program. Successful completion of the LEAD program and a WWU minimum GPA of 3.5 are required for renewal. Twenty students are given the opportunity to participate in the Honors Program.  The minimum award given is $7,500 plus LEAD for a total of $12,500 for a residential student or $10,000 for a commuter student.  If you meet the criteria for a higher merit award and chose the more challenging curriculum you are automatically awarded the higher scholarship.
